This presentation explains the Event Conflation Finder (ECF) tool to help researchers search corpora for
macro event encoding. I explain the necessity of the tool when looking for these specific patterns and similar
ones, such as phrasal verbs. Furthermore, I present the results of two studies conducted using the tool to
illustrate how the ECF can be used with big data to reach more generalizable conclusions about some of the
long-suspected influences on event conflation tendencies, i.e., time-period and register. Future possibilities and

research directions are also discussed.
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
